Every 30 minutes on a Friday morning I greet Vinerea dimineatd, din jumatate in jumadtate de ord, la
another nervous patient whom I have never met before usa cabinetului meu de consultatii, imi salut alt pacient
at the door of my consulting room.

While briefly checking symptoms
and past illnesses and performing a cursory
examination (more therapeutic than revelatory), I try to
ascertain what this individual really wants to know
about chemotherapy.

Over the years I've found that some patients will
come with preconceptions —a friend who died while on
treatment, a Daily Mail perspective on the next wonder
drug—that I need to disassemble. I have minutes to
work out what they and their family really want to
know about their treatment options. While trying to be
patient-centred in my approach, the chemotherapy
spiel is often repeated from one consultation to the next
as I try to explain what it is like to undergo a treatment
of which I have only second-hand experience. I think I
know, having guided a couple of thousand people
through it, but believing in my tools I often frame

explanations encouragingly: “we have excellent drugs

As an oncologist, I don’t really know what it
feels like to have chemotherapy, but having read John
Mole’s sparse poetry, which gives powerful voice to
what it is actually like to have cytotoxic chemicals
injected into your veins, I think I may have a better idea.
Mole has lymphoma (he names his “cauldron of
chemicals”) and in a series of short, mostly untitled
verses he eloquently illuminates his experience of
undergoing chemotherapy. Several poems give voice to
the prosaic, almost comforting rituals of treatment
which we have designed: “the sky-blue chairs” in
which “I must confirm my name and date of birth”
before receiving “the pump’s translucent bag”. Our
familiar medical environment seems almost comforting

before we are abruptly brought back to the reality that
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adesea explicatii incurajatoare: “Avem medicamente
extraordinare pentru a va controla starea de rdu; este posibil sa
va simtiti putin obosit”.

Side-effects are recounted with more power and
reality than an information leaflet could ever testify to.
Waves of nausea are “to be ridden as a Baywatch
surfer”. Alopecia—which we often gloss over when
asking for consent from men —is hauntingly described
as “filigree at dawn. Silver brushed from naked
shoulders”. I have often rather overlooked the runny
nose caused by nasal hair loss, but next time will
remember it as “a damp persistence drizzling through
the nose’s unaccustomed depilation”. It is Mole’s poetic
descriptions of fatigue, though, that will really make
me change what I say to my patients.

We all experience forms of tiredness on a daily
basis —and can convince the patient who has made an
effort to dress, travel, and smile that the benefits of
chemotherapy are worth a few hours of enforced rest
every now and then. But few of us know the “doldrums

True, chemotherapy affects individuals in different
ways, but I think oncologists greatly underestimate the
pervasive fatigue we cause. We can measure cancer
shrinkage on scans, can see tumour markers fall, but
have no scale for fatigue other than the one to ten on
which Mole is asked to map out his weariness by a
researcher. It's comparatively easy for both doctors and
patients to ignore how this may feel compared to the
enticing promise of a “response”. But I suspect it
governs quality of life more than anything else for the
patient. The incessant description of cancer as an
adversary can falsely make not having chemotherapy
seem to be a concession of defeat when, for those
individuals with incurable cancer who have few
symptoms, we can so easily do more harm than good
by recommending immediate treatment.

Next Friday another series of men and women
will come to hear my views on the benefits and side-
